Portside Plaza at the Port of Dubuque

Durrant has teamed with a local developer for the master planning of a mixed-use development at the Port
of Dubuque. The vision for this development will be restaurants, entertainment, boutique shops, three
levels of commercial office space, and three to five levels of condo-style housing with an adjacent parking

structure. The overall design matches the culture and architectural history of downtown Dubuque.

Durrant was involved in helping develop Phase 1 of America’s River, which included the National
Mississippi River Museum & Aquarium, the Riverwalk, project management for the Grand River Center,
and the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy Train Depot. The community is now working toward the next phase
of the riverfront development, America’s River Phase 2. Some of these projects include the adaptive
reuse of the Star Brewery, McGraw-Hill’s new office building, a land-based casino, the expansion of the

Dubuque County Historical Society Campus, and the Port of Dubuque mixed-use development.

The Dubuque Chamber of Commerce has established an Envision taskforce to promote development in the

Port of Dubuque. Durrant is chairing this committee.
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
